Kingdom to receive additional 50,000 tonnes of wheat from US

Feb. 2/ 2012 - AMMAN - The US government has agreed to grant Jordan an additional 50,000 metric tonnes of wheat as part of the US administration's keenness on boosting the Kingdom's economy, the Ministry of Planning and International Cooperation said Wednesday.
The wheat grant was unveiled during a meeting yesterday between Minister of Planning and International Cooperation Jafar Hassan and the US Ambassador in Amman Stuart E. Jones, who said the wheat donation represents the fulfilment of a commitment made by US President Barack Obama to His Majesty King Abdullah.
Hassan voiced his appreciation to the US government for its ongoing support to the Kingdom, which reflects the advanced level of Jordanian-US cooperation and the strategic partnership between the two countries, according to a ministry statement sent to The Jordan Times yesterday.
Last week, a shipment of 50,000 metric tonnes of American wheat donated by the US government to the people of Jordan, valued commercially at $13.3 million, arrived in the Kingdom.
In a ceremony in Aqaba marking the arrival of the shipment, American Deputy Chief of Mission Elizabeth Hopkins said the US and Jordan have shared a close and cooperative relationship for more than 60 years. “Moreover,” she added, “as President Obama has said, ‘The American people feel great affection for the Jordanian people’."
During his January 17 White House meeting with the King, Obama noted that “Jordan, just like the rest of the world, has been grappling with a very difficult economic environment, and we are proud to have been able to provide some timely assistance,” according to a US Embassy statement sent to The Jordan Times last week.
